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President Clinton’s FY2001 Civil Works Budget 

President Clinton’s budget transmitted to Congress Feb. 7, includes $4.064 billion for the Corps of Engineers’ Civil Works program.  In addition, the program will include $322 million in nonfederal contributions and trust fund receipts.


Funding in this request will be used to continue the development of the nation’s water resources, the efficient operations, maintenance and management of the nation’s navigation, flood damage reduction, and multiple-purpose projects, the equitable regulation of wetlands, and the restoration of important environmental resources, such as the South Florida Ecosystem.  The budget also begins to address some of the Corps’ long-term water resources infrastructure maintenance requirements.

“This budget request is one of the largest we have received and is a good first step in recapitalizing the nation’s water resources infrastructure,” Lt. Gen. Joe N. Ballard, Chief of Engineers for the Corps said.  “We need to reinvest in this infrastructure to support continued national economic growth and this budget includes several initiatives that put us on the right course.”

They are a LOGON password for accessing a Corps computer system, a DATABASE password for database applications, such as CEFMS, and a DIALIN password to dial-in to the Corps’ CEAP network.

DSN for WES site

The ERDC WES site recently added the Defense Switched Network (DSN) service to the telephone system.  The DSN telephone network is a private network connecting government sites.   All ERDC employees at Vicksburg now have a DSN number that they can distribute to other government sites that have DSN capabilities.  The telephone number consists of “446” plus the existing four digit extension.  For example, a valid DSN number at the Vicksburg site is 446-3111. To call an off-site DSN number from ERDC at Vicksburg dial the access number “87” plus the DSN number. There will be a variable usage charge associated with each call depending on location called and time of day. If you have any problems with this new service, call the operator by dialing “0.”
