Claiming Correct Lodging Tax on Travel Voucher 


When you are paying a higher lodging rate than authorized at your TDY location you must calculate the lodging tax to ensure you claim the correct amount.  Only taxes on the maximum authorized lodging cost may be reimbursed.
