TEC Sept. 11 Commemoration Ceremony

A ceremony to commemorate the events of Sept. 11 will take place in front of the Cude
Building at the flagpole (Conference Rooms 1, 2 and 3 in the event of inclement weather). TEC
members are asked to assemble at 9:20 a.m. As a special remembrance, TEC members are invited
to “adopt” the name of a victim of the Pentagon crash for the day. Nametags and red, white and
blue ribbons will be available in the Snack Bar beginning at 8 a.m. The ceremony will begin
promptly at 9:30 a.m. with an address from TEC’s Director. Mike Collins will offer a Spiritual
Moment. A moment of silence will be observed for the victims of the Pentagon at 9:37 a.m. the
time the plane crashed into the building. The U.S. flag will be lowered and replaced with a flag
that was flown at the Pentagon (if available) for the day. Similar observances are planned at the
other ERDC sites.

Plans Set for Department of Defense Sept. 11 Observance

The 1-hour Department of Defense Sept. 11 observance ceremony will begin at 9 a.m.
EDT at the Phoenix Project site, which is the area damaged in the attack. The ceremony features
addresses by President George W. Bush, Secretary of Defense Donald H. Rumsfeld and Chairman
of the Joint Chiefs of Staff Gen. Richard B. Myers. The large U.S. flag flown on the side of the
Pentagon after the Sept. 11th attack will be unfurled in the same location during the ceremony,
and a moment of silence will be observed at 9:37 a.m., the time at which American Airlines Flight
77 hit the Pentagon.

The ceremony is not open to the general public.

Handling Calls from the Media

When you receive calls from media representatives (local reporters, technical, trade, or
general news media), please refer the caller to the Public Affairs Office (PAO) before responding
to any questions. PAO will work with you, the reporter, and our command staff to determine how
TEC as an organization can best respond. PAO will arrange an interview between you and the
reporter if appropriate, and will answer any follow-up calls. This procedure will help TEC
personnel prepare properly for answering media questions.

The intention of this request is not to restrict anyone’s freedom to speak to the press. It
will, however, ensure all concerned, when speaking as representatives of TEC, have the big
picture and a complete background on the issue at hand. It also ensures the coordination with our
executive staff, who are ultimately responsible for the image portrayed by TEC to the press.
